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Introduction to the Second Edition

The first edition of this handbook was published in 1989. The handbook used
a case method and problem-centered approach that focused on problem analysis and
problem solving, as contrasted with mastery of a body of information. It included 178
serials cataloging examples in 17 sections. Since then several major developments in
bibliographic standards and cataloging guidelines have made necessary an updated and
expanded version of the first edition of the handbook to incorporate the developments
since the publication of the Anglo-American Cataloguing Rules, second edition, 1988
revision (AACR2R). These developments include the cumulated LC Rule Interpreta-
tions (LCRI) as well as enhancements to the USMARC formats, the implementation of
Format Integration in 1995 (phase I) and in 1996 (phase II), and the emergence of var-
ious types of electronic resources, for which access must be provided.

This second edition of the handbook has been thoroughly revised and covers
all aspects of current serials cataloging practice, as did the previous edition. It retains
the case method and problem-centered approach to discussion of situations encountered
in serials cataloging. It consists of the same sections as the previous edition, updated,
with new examples and discussion of the problem(s) represented in each example. Two
new sections, Computer Files and Nonprint Serials and Multiformat Accompanying
Materials, have been added. In all, the second edition contains 274 entries with 304 ex-
amples in 18 sections.

As in the first edition, a list of Examples following the section introduction
provides users with a general overview of serials cataloging. Each example begins with
the section number, consisting of a letter and a number, followed by a statement of
Problem Considered and Rule(s) Consulted. Because the cataloging of a serial often
involves several different problems, in addition to the single rule cited in the heading,
some other related AACR2R rules and LCRIs may be listed as Rule(s) Consulted.

Although an illustration of the bibliographic record in catalog card format was
given for each example in the first edition of this handbook, this edition dispenses with
that practice, since current LCRIs tend to be strongly oriented toward bibliographic
control in a machine-readable environment. Instead, as an aid to users who are mainly
familiar with the terminology specific to the catalog card format, this edition contains
Appendix B, which consists of a single image of a 3” x 5” catalog card, with area names
and numbers indicated.

The Tagged Data Record for each example is based on OCLC/MARC coding.
Each entry includes, in addition to the variable data fields, a display of the Leader, the
fixed-length data elements (field 008), the physical description fixed field (field 007), if
applicable, and the fixed-field data elements for additional material characteristics (field
006), if needed. As an easy guide to USMARC for users, an appendix (Appendix A,

Display of Leader, 006 Field, and 008 Field as Appearing in OCLC, RLIN, DRA, and
INNOPAC) has been included.

The Discussion focuses on the part of the description that illustrates a partic-
ular rule or rules with an explanation of each rule consulted. Frequent references to par-
ticular AACR2R rules and LCRIs are given throughout the discussion. The LCRIs
consulted in this handbook are decisions that were in force at the time of writing. Be-
cause LCRIs are ongoing and subject to change, readers should consult current issues
of Cataloging Service Bulletin (CSB) for further interpretations.

Coding of the fixed-field elements and the variable data fields is also included
in the discussion whenever necessary, using the guidelines contained in the second edi-
tion of Bibliographic Formats and Standards. Each cataloging area being discussed in
the Discussion section is marked by an arrow in the Tagged Data Record. On the other
hand, some examples are not accompanied by discussion of certain cataloging areas be-
cause the fields involved have been discussed in connection with other examples. An In-
dex to the Variable Data Fields by MARC tag has been provided as a means of locating
the main discussion for each field.

As with the first edition, a Topical Index has been included to provide users
with quick access to each section where a particular topic is discussed. The Index to
AACRZ2R Rules and LCRIs directs users to information on the practical application of
each particular rule and LCRI.

‘We hope that the handbook will be of practical use to catalogers and will con-
tribute to the production of serial bibliographic records that approach standardization
and uniformity.



A. Source of Information

According to AACR2, 1988 revision (AACR2R), the bibliographic description
of serial publications of all kinds and in all media is based on the first issue published
or the first available issue. (For more discussion on the chief sources for microforms,
nonprint serials, and computer files, see the introductions to the appropriate sections
and also discussions of individual examples.) For a print serial, the chief source of in-
formation is the title page, if there is one. Title pages, however, are not generally found
on periodicals and newsletters; they are most common on annual publications and less
frequently published serials. If there is indeed no title page, use a title page substitute
(12.0B1).

What differentiates a title page from a title page substitute is that a title page
is a page that contains the title of the serial, usually (but not necessarily) along with the
publisher and designation of the issue in a layout traditional for title pages. A title page
does not contain text, a table of contents, or extensive editorial information. If there is
no title page available, then a title page substitute should be chosen in the following
order of preference: analytical title page (title page of an individual work in a series),
cover, caption, masthead, editorial pages, colophon, other pages. A note should be in-
cluded in the catalog record indicating what source was used as the title page substitute.

The prescribed sources of information for each area and corresponding MARC
tag(s) used for descriptive cataloging of print serials are shown in the following table:

DISCUSSION

* When a title proper appears in a single source within an item, use this as the
chief source for the item (LCRI 12.0B1). It happens quite often in serials that,
as in this example, the cover is the only available source of title information.
A note is needed on the source of the title proper whenever it is a source other
than the chief source of information (i.e., title page) (12.7B3).

* An added entry is given for the corporate body as publisher, since it is promi-
nently named (21.30E1).

¢ Because this title is a succeeding entry, formerly published under the title
“Northeast Gulf Science,” a note should be input citing the preceding entry
(12.7B7b). Field 780 is used for this purpose. First indicator value “0” is used
to generate a note on the bibliographic record. Second indicator value “0” gen-
erates the display constant “Continues:” for the note. The relationship between
two or more serial titles may also be described in a Linking Entry Complexity
Note, field 580. Whenever field 580 is used, the first indicator for linking field
780 should be set at “1” in order to suppress the display of a note derived from
the linking field. For more details on the linking fields see section L, Related Works.

* When a single title proper appears in more than one source within an item,

choose the chief source according to the preferred order of sources listed in
12.0B1. The chief source of information for a print serial is the title page if
there is one. In this example the item lacks a title page; therefore, in keeping
with the prescribed order of precedence, the cover is chosen as the title page
substitute (12.0B1). Since the description is based on the cover, the statement
“The Journal of the Louisiana Historical Association,” which fits the condi-
tions for inclusion as other title information, is transcribed in the title and
statement of responsibility area (LCRI 12.1E1).

* Make an added entry for the corporate body responsible for the work, which,

in this case, is the Louisiana Historical Association (21.30E1).

* Field 710 contains corporate names used as added entries. The first indicator

is based on the type of corporate name. First indicator value “1” is used when
the corporate body is a jurisdiction or a jurisdiction followed by a name. Value
“2” is used when the corporate body is entered directly under its own name.
The second indicator value is set to blank.

* This item has more than one source of information: a cover title (consisting of

common title, section number, and section title), a title page for part of the ti-
tle, and an added title page for another part of the title. According to AACR2R,
in dealing with an item with several sources, choose the title page as the chief
source (12.0B1). However, in this example the title page does not carry the ac-
tual title for the publication, while the cover has the entire title. Therefore the
cover is chosen as chief source over the title page (1.0HIc).

* Title added entries are made for all permutations related to the title proper,

which includes in this example a common title, a section number, and a sec-
tion title (21.30J1).

* Data elements in subfields #a, #n, and #p in field 245 are treated together as

the title proper. The same is valid for variant titles in field 246. The first three
246 fields in this example are input with a second indicator value “0” for ac-
cess to a portion of the title proper. The second indicator of the next two 246
fields generates a display constant “Other title:” with subfields #n and #p.

DISCUSSION

The item in this example does not have a series title page. A series title page
is an added title page bearing the series title proper and, usually, though not
necessarily, other information about the series (CCM 3.2.1d). If the item lacks
a series title page, the chief source for cataloging the series as a serial is the
one source that appears first in the preferred order of sources listed in 12.0B1
(see also LCRI 12.0B1). Thus, in this example the analytical title page is cho-
sen as the chief source. The title “Occasional paper” that appears on this page
is taken as the title proper. The title “ICRA occasional paper” that appears on
the cover is treated as a variant title, for which an added entry is made because
it differs from the title proper (21.30J1).

Field 246 is used for varying forms of the title. First indicator value “1” is used
so that the varying form of the title prints as a note and as an added entry. The
second indicator shows the type of title in field 246. In this case second indi-
cator value “4” is used to generate a display constant “Cover title:” at the be-
ginning of the note.

Whenever a title page substitute is used as the chief source, such information
is input in a separate 500 General Note (12.7B3) or combined with the field
500 “Description based on:” information (LCRI 12.7B23).

 The serial in this example does not have a title page. For that reason, the chief
source of information (or the title page substitute) should be the cover, accord-
ing to the preferred order of sources listed in rule 12.0B1. However, note that
the titles which appear on the covers of the two issues shown in this example
are different. Differences such as these might be considered to represent a ti-
tle change, except for the fact that they are covered by a Library of Congress
rule interpretation that provides an exception to the application of rule 12.0B1.
This interpretation states that, in any instance where a title page is lacking and
two or more issues are in hand and the title appearing in a less preferred source
remains stable from issue to issue, the cataloger should use the source with the
stable title (LCRI 12.0B1). In this particular example the exception is applied,
since the caption title “Directory” apparently remains stable from issue to is-
sue. Added entries are made for the variant cover titles (21.30J1).

Field 110 is used for a corporate body heading used as main entry. First indi-
cator value “1” is used when the corporate body is a place or a place followed
by a name. Value “2” is used for all other corporate names. The second indi-
cator is blank.

Field 246 is input for the cover titles of the 1983 and the subsequent issues.
First indicator value “1” is used to generate a title added entry and a note for
the varying title. Second indicator value “4” is used to indicate that the entry
is for a cover title.

The colophon is defined as: “A statement at the end of an item giving informa-
tion about one or more of the following: the title, author(s), publisher, printer,
date of publication or printing” (AACR2R, p. 616, Appendix D). According to
the general order of precedence in rule 12.0B1 for selecting a title page substi-
tute as the chief source of information, the colophon is next to the last choice.
Note, however, that the same rule specifies that for serials in oriental nonroman
script, the colophon is the preferred source, as long as one of the other listed con-
ditions is met.

In example A6a the item does not have a title page. There is a caption, but this
consists solely of the name of the responsible body, Biotechnology Center. The
colophon area on the other hand contains full bibliographic information for the
serial. For that reason the colophon is chosen over the caption as the chief
source (1.1B1).

Whenever a title page substitute is used as the chief source, such information
is input in a separate 500 General Note (12.7B3) or combined with the field
500 “Description based on:” information (LCRI 12.7B23).

» This item has more than one source of cataloging information, with different
forms of the title appearing in the caption, in the masthead area, and in the run-
ning title. A closer look at typography and layout, along with the knowledge
that there is a related publication with the title “Business alert-US,” reveals
that the caption title seems to serve as the common title of a serial issued by
the same publisher in a similar format. The title in the masthead area and in
the running pages, on the other hand, seems to be the intended title for the pub-
lication, based on the fact that it gives an indication of a geographic coverage

“EU,” which can serve as the section title of this publication. Furthermore, the
running title takes the same form as the masthead title. In accordance with the
AACRZ2R designated order of precedence, the caption should be chosen as the
title page substitute. Nevertheless, the title in the masthead area appears to be
the intended title (LCRI 12.0B1), and, therefore, in this case, the masthead
area is chosen as the cataloging source (1.0HlIc).

¢ Once it has been determined that the series “Business alert” is issued in dif-
ferent sections, treat “Business alert” as the comprehensive title and “EU” as
the section title (LCRI 12.1B4). Title added entries are made to provide addi-
tional access to the publication (21.30J1).

DISCUSSION

* In describing a reprint of a print serial, the earliest issue reproduced is used as

the chief source for the first three areas of the description (LCRI 12.0B1).
These areas are: title and statement of responsibility (field 245), edition state-
ment (field 250), and material specific details (field 362). Information for these
three areas may simply be transcribed from any place on the entire reprinted
issue. Information that does not appear on the reprinted issue but that is known
to appear on the original may be bracketed and included in the description.

* According to Library of Congress policy, a uniform title is needed only if the

catalog record for the original title has one, and, in such a case, the uniform ti-
tle should be identical to that used for the original. However, in libraries that
choose not to follow this LC policy, the rule interpretation suggests that, if a
uniform title is to be assigned, it should consist of the title (or uniform title) of
the original, followed by a period and an appropriate term for the type of man-
ifestation, e.g., Reprint, Microform, etc. (LCRI 25.5B, p. 6).

* Information in the imprint area (field 260), which includes the place of publi-

cation, publisher, and date of publication, is recorded for the reprint. Similarly,
information in the physical description area should describe the reprint and not
the original. If the reprinted issue appears in a series, that series is recorded in
the series statement area. On the other hand, if the original appears in a series,
this series statement must be included in a single note devoted to detailed in-
formation about the original (LCRI 12.0B1). Necessary information about the
reprint may be given in other notes; however, notes on title sources (12.7B3)
or those giving the issue on which the description is based (12.7B23) are not
considered to be necessary.

Linking field for related work:

A field 775 (Other Edition Entry) should be used to link to any other editions
of the serial that are available, such as other language editions, reprinted
editions, or the original edition of a serial that has been reprinted. Because
no other linking field is paired with field 775, all related records should
carry field 775 when the information is readily available. The first indicator
determines whether a note describing the other available edition will be
printed. If a note is to be generated from the link, the first indicator is set to
value “0.” When a note has been input in field 580 or when no note is de-
sired, the first indicator is set to value “1.”
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B. Title Proper

The title proper is the principal name of an item. A title proper may consist of
a symbol, a sign, a generic term, a one-word title, or a long phrase. It may also consist
of a corporate name alone or its initialism or acronym. The form of a title proper may
also be complex, consisting of a common title, a section number, a section title, or a
combination of these items, with the whole unit considered to be a single title proper.

The title proper should be transcribed exactly as it appears in the chief source
of information unless it includes a variable number or a date. In certain cases the date
or number may then be omitted or replaced by the mark of omission.

Some serials have an alternative title, which is the second part of a title proper
connected to the first part by the word “or” or its equivalent in another language. The
title proper and the alternative title together should be considered collectively as one
single title proper.

Some serials have titles appearing in more than one language; however, only
one should be coded as the title proper. Thus a parallel title is not considered to be a
part of the title proper. Similarly, neither is any other title information considered to be
part of the title proper.

DISCUSSION

In transcribing a symbol, transcribe it exactly as it is shown if it can be repro-
duced by the cataloging system you are using (1.1B1). The exceptions are as
follows: replace ellipses “. . .” with a dash, and brackets “[ ]” with parentheses
“().” LCRI 1.0E details specific techniques for transcribing characters or sym-
bols that cannot be reproduced by the facilities available. LCRI recommends
use of a note as judged appropriate, to explain the presence of such charac-
ter(s) and also recommends added entries to provide additional access.

A title added entry is made, replacing symbols with the corresponding spelled-
out words in the language of the title. In this case, “++” becomes “plus plus”
(21.30J1; LCRI 21.30J, p. 12). Field 246 is input for access to the variant title.
First indicator value “3” is used so that the varying form of title will print as
an added entry but not as a note. Second indicator value blank is used, because
the spelled-out form of the title in field 246 cannot be described by values
“0-8.7

When a change in imprint (field 260) is considered important, give the change
in a 500 General Note. In this example, a 500 note is used to describe a change
in the name of the commercial publisher. If the change involves the name of a
place used as the qualifier in a uniform title heading, the country code in field
008 positions 15-17 should also be changed to reflect the latest place of pub-
lication (LCRI 12.7B9).

The current other title information, which differs from what appeared previ-
ously, may, at the discretion of the cataloger (12.7BS5), be entered in a general
note that includes the related date.

DISCUSSION

Under the provision of rule 21.30J1, an added entry should be made for any
version of the title that does not constitute a change in the title proper (the first
five words). When a number occurs as one of the first five words filed in a title
proper, it is reasonable to expect that someone might look for the title under
the spelled-out version of the number, and, therefore, a title added entry should
be made containing the spelled-out form (LCRI 21.30J, p. 11). However, in the
case of a mathematical expression or symbol (e.g.,1/10th), it would be unlikely
that users would search under the spelled-out form, and, in such cases, no title
added entry is needed. In spelling out numbers in English, follow the Chicago
Manual of Style.

In this example, the title proper is not a mathematical expression. Therefore, a
field 246 derived added entry is made. The first indicator value is “3,” because
a note for the added entry is not needed; the second indicator value is a blank,
because it is not necessary to generate a display constant describing the type
of title recorded in the 246 field.

DISCUSSION

In this example the cover serves as the chief source of information. On the
cover the title appears both in full and initialism form, with the initialism be-
ing the only form appearing elsewhere in the serial. According to rules 12.1B2
and 12.1E1, the initialism should be chosen as the title proper and the full ti-
tle recorded as other title information. Once that choice has been made, make
an added entry for the form of title not chosen as title proper (21.30J1; LCRI
21.30J, p. 23).

Field 246 is used for recording a title that was not chosen ag;title proper and
that appears as other title information. First indicator value %’ is used, speci-
fying that an added entry for the variant title is to be derived from 246 and no
note is needed. Second indicator value “0” is used when the entry is for a por-
tion of the full title or for other title information that was rejected as title
proper.

Note that it is normally not necessary to make an added entry for other title in-
formation consisting of a phrase like “Journal of the Association for Commu-
nication Administration” unless, as in this example, it is a case of initialism
versus full form of title. (See also example H8.)

Also, when, as in this case, the initialism occurs in the title proper without
spacing or separating punctuation, a title added entry with spacing or separat-
ing punctuation is normally not necessary; only when the opposite occurs and
the initialism appears as one of the first five words in the title proper with spac-
ing or separating punctuation is a title added entry without spacing or separat-
ing punctuation needed (LCRI 21.30J, p. 9).

A chronological date or numbering that occurs within a title proper can vary
from issue to issue. Therefore, the cataloger should omit this information from
the title proper and replace it by the mark of omission. However, according to
rule 12.1B7, the mark of omission should not be used in place of a date or
numbering that occurs at the beginning of the title proper. In such cases, the
date should still be omitted, but no mark of omission should replace it. When
the date or numbering occurs at the end of the title proper, use the mark of
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Title Proper

omission only when there is a linking word or phrase that links the date or
numbering to the preceding part of the title proper (e.g., “Annual report for the
year ...”) (LCRI 12.1B7).

In this example the mark of omission is used in the title because the date is pre-
ceded by an article. Note that the second indicator value in field 245 is “8,”
which includes both the article and the mark of omission as filing characters.

* When the name of a corporate body or a statement of responsibility is gram-
matically linked to the title proper, transcribe it as it appears (1.1B2). It is not
necessary to make any further statement relating to that name in the statement
of responsibility area. However, if the name of the responsible body also ap-
pears separately in the chief source of information as well as in the title proper,
transcribe the name in the statement of responsibility area (12.1F2). Occa-
sionally, such a name precedes the title proper in the chief source of informa-
tion but at the same time, according to the language, layout, typography, etc.,
it is not an integral part of the title proper; in such cases, transpose it to the
statement of responsibility area and do not make an “At head of title” note
(1.1F3). An added entry is needed under the heading for the corporate body
(21.30E1).

* There is a running title which spells out the initialism in the title proper. This
is treated as a variant title and an added title entry is needed for the other form
of title borne by the item (21.29C; LCRI 21.30], p. 18). In this example, the
added title entry for the running title is input in the title-derived 246 field. The
first indicator is set to value “1” to generate a note; the second indicator is set
to value “7” to generate the display constant, “Running title:” preceding the
note.

« If a title contains separating punctuation between initials, make an added en-
try for the form without the separating punctuation (LCRI 21.30J p. 9). In this
example, the second 246 field is input to record this variant form containing
the initials without any separating punctuation. First indicator value “3” is
used when a note in the bibliographic description for the title added entry is
not necessary.

Whether to include a corporate body’s name or an abbreviation of that name
as part of the title proper is always a matter of debate. Ordinarily, the decision
is based on the language, meaning, layout, typography, and appearance of the
title in the chief source (1.1B2). In case of doubt, treat the name as part of the
title proper only when it consistently appears as such on various sources of the
item described, such as the cover, caption, masthead, colophon, editorial
pages, etc. (12.1B3).

The cataloger should apply the same approach in deciding whether a word,
phrase, or other statement is part of the title proper (LCRI 12.1B3). However, do
not include such statements as “formerly issued as . . . ,” “incorporating . . . ,”
“continues . . .,” etc., as part of the title proper, even when such statements are
present in various sources in the item and are grammatically linked to the title
(LCRI 12.1B1).

In this example, the name of the corporate body, “World Bank,” is included in
the title proper and an added entry is made for the portion of the title without
the name of the corporate body, since the user might consider that form to be
the title proper (LCRI 21.30J, p. 13).

Rule 1.IB3 states: “If the title proper consists solely of the name of a person or
body responsible for the item, give such a name as the title proper.” Therefore,
in this example, “Cato Project on Social Security Privatization” is treated as
the title proper. Since the work does not meet the conditions for entry under
corporate body (21.1B2), it is entered under title (21.1Clc).

If the title of a serial entered under title consists solely of the name of a cor-
porate body (or corporate name initials), create a uniform title heading that
consists of the title proper qualified by the term “Series” in parentheses even
if there is no conflict (LCRI 25.5B, p. 7). Note that when a corporate name is
treated as title proper, that name as found on the item is used for formulating
the uniform title heading—not the AACR2R form of heading for the body.
Field 130 is used for a uniform title heading, i.e., for a uniform title that serves
as the main entry heading. Do not confuse a uniform title heading with a uni-
form title; a uniform title is input in field 240 and can be used only on a record
that has a 100, 110, or 111 field.

« If the only term appearing on the chief source that could be treated as a title is
the name of a person or body responsible for the item, treat such name as the
title proper (1.1B3). In this example “Joslyn Biennial” is therefore given as the
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Title Proper B9

title proper. Because this work is the catalog of an exhibition, it seems appro-
priate to explain the nature of the publication by supplying the term “catalog”
in brackets as other title information (1.1E6).

Since this publication represents the collective activity of a named exhibition,
it is entered under the heading for the exhibition (21.1B2d). According to rule
24.4Bl1, “if the name alone does not convey the idea of a corporate body, add
a general designation in English.” In this example the word “Exhibition” in
parentheses is added to the name “Joslyn Biennial.”

Field 111 contains the name heading for the exhibition as main entry.

In field 245 the first indicator regulates the generation of a title added entry. If
no added entry is desired, first indicator value “0” is used; if a title added en-
try is desired, value ““1” is used.

In this example, the cover, which is the chief source of information, is set up
with the word “Bulletin” functioning as part of the title in four different lan-
guages. Under the provisions of rule 1.1BS5, the repeated word is transcribed
without the use of brackets for the parallel titles.

The German title is chosen as title proper because it is listed first in the chief
source (1.1B8). In preparing a second-level description for items having par-
allel titles, give the first parallel title according to the sequence of the parallel
titles on, or the layout of, the chief source; record any subsequent parallel title
that is in English (1.1D2). In keeping with this, the two parallel titles recorded
in this example are the French and English titles.

Title added entries are needed for the English and French parallel titles (21.30J1;
LCRI 21.30J, p. 24). Field 246 is input to provide access for title added en-
tries. First indicator value “3” is used to suppress the display of a note but gen-
erate an added entry. Second indicator value “*1” is used to indicate that access
is for a parallel title.

DISCUSSION

For a serial issued in parts, a cataloger may apply the criteria in LCRI 12.0 to
judge whether the individual sections should be cataloged separately or
whether the serial and its sections should be represented by a single cataloging
record. In this example, eight issues are published yearly in two distinctive
parts: Those devoted to regional focus carry the title “PIMA’s North American
papermaker,” and those devoted to international focus carry the title “PIMA’s
international papermaker.” In spite of the differences in title only one cata-
loging record is created, because these parts are numbered continuously and
cannot be purchased separately (LCRI 12.0).

Because the item carries two different titles, the wording that varies from is-
sue to issue should be omitted from the title proper and replaced by the mark
of omission (LCRI 12.1B7). Title added entries are needed for the actual titles
that are being treated as the alternate forms of the title proper (LCRI 21.30J,
p. 20).

Two 246 fields are input, each with a subfield #i to provide information with
regard to the publication pattern. First indicator value “1” is used to generate
a note for display and provide access to the two alternate forms of the title
proper.

When two publications in closely related disciplines are issued under a con-
solidated cover, the joint publication may still keep the two entities distinct, as
can be seen from the editorial page of this example. Because no title page ex-
ists, the cover is chosen as the chief source (12.0B1), and the title on the
cover—"“The Chemical engineering journal and the biochemical engineering
Jjournal”—becomes the title proper. Note that when one serial incorporates an-
other serial, the first word of the incorporated title is not capitalized by the
other rules of the language (A.4C1).

As defined in AACR2R, an alternative title is: “The second part of a title proper
that consists of two parts, each of which is a title; the parts are joined by the
word ‘or’ or its equivalent in another language . . " (AACR2R, p. 615, Appen-
dix D). Therefore, an alternative title is part of the title proper. The word “or”
or its equivalent in another language is preceded by a comma and a space and
is followed by a comma. The first word of the alternative title is capitalized
(1.1B1). An added entry is needed for the alternative title, and, in addition, one
may also be needed for the first part of the title proper if the first part of the ti-
tle proper consists of three words or less. This ensures that anyone searching
an online system for either simple title will be able to access the record (LCRI
21.30J, p. 13). In this example, the first part of the title proper consists of only
two words; therefore, an additional title added entry is made for “Ladies’ diary.”
Field 245 contains the title statement, which consists of the title proper (sub-
field #a), remainder of title (subfield #b), and statement of responsibility (sub-
field #c). Since the alternative title is part of the title proper, it is included in
subfield #a. First indicator value “0” is used because no title added entry is
needed. Second indicator value “4” is used to indicate the number of characters
to ignore in filing when the title begins with an article. To calculate the num-
ber of nonfiling characters, count the number of characters in the article along
with spaces, punctuation, and diacritics that precede the first significant word.
Two 246 fields are input for this record. One is for the first part of the title
proper up to the word “or’” and the other is for the part following the word “or.”

DISCUSSION

A special consideration is given to the transcription of incorrect titles proper
for serials. According to LCRI 12.0F, do not transcribe inaccuracies as in-
structed in rule 1.0F. Instead, use the correct form as the title proper and make
a note for the erroneous title, which should be treated as a variant title.

In this example, there is evidence that the title proper in the piece being de-
scribed has a misspelled word. Therefore, the correct form of the title proper
is recorded in field 245, and the incorrect form of the title is recorded in field
246, with the source of the inaccuracy explicitly noted in subfield #i. In this
record an added entry for the incorrect title has been judged not necessary, and,
therefore, the first indicator in field 246 is coded value “0” so that no title
added entry will be derived from the varying form of the title (LCRI 21.30J,
p- 23).
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C. Parallel Titles and Parallel Statements
of Responsibility

According to AACR2R rule 1.1B8, “If the chief source of information bears ti-
tles in two or more languages or scripts, transcribe as the title proper the one in the lan-
guage or script of the main written, spoken, or sung content of the item.” If the language
of the main portion of the item is not perfectly obvious or the text is equally divided be-
tween different languages, choose the first title given typographical prominence and
treat the other titles as parallel titles.

If three or more titles in various languages appear on the chief source of in-
formation, record the first parallel title and any subsequent parallel title that is in Eng-
lish (1.1D2). Give each parallel title an access point. If parallel titles in other languages
are from a source other than the chief source or from a later issue, give each title an ac-
cess point with a note (e.g., Cover title in French: [French title]).

Parallel titles and parallel statements of responsibility may not always appear
in a one-to-one relationship. In addition to a parallel title and a parallel statement of re-
sponsibility, there may appear on the item parallel other title information, a parallel
publisher, parallel common title or parallel section title, parallel numeric system, paral-
lel conference name, parallel supplement title, etc. In each case the cataloger must con-
sult the provisions of the basic rule(s) applied to that particular area of description.

DISCUSSION

If an item does not carry parallel titles but the statement of responsibility ap-
pears in more than one language, transcribe only the statement of responsibil-
ity in the language of the title proper (1.1F11). Do not transcribe any parallel
statements of responsibility even though rule 1.1F11 does provide this option
(LCRI 1.1F11).

In this example, the statements of responsibility in German and French are not
recorded. If there is no statement of responsibility corresponding to the language
of the title proper, record the statement that appears first on the chief source.
Field 043 is used when the assigned subject heading in field 6xx contains a
geographic term or when the text of a work has a geographic orientation.

 Because this work is of an administrative nature and deals with the official pol-
icy statements of the corporate body itself, it is entered under the corporate
name heading (21.1B2). The heading for the corporate body should be given
in the form established in the LC authority record. If there is no authority
record and the name appears on the item in more than one language, always
choose the form in the official language of the corporate body (LCRI 24.3A).
In this example, the corporate body, which is a government agency, is entered
subordinately to the name of the government (24.18 type 1).

* According to rule 1.1B8, if the title appears in two or more languages, choose
the one in the language of the written content of the item as the title proper and
record the others as parallel titles. However, if the written content is also in two
or more languages, with no language predominant, the title proper should be
chosen according to the layout of the chief source of information. In this exam-
ple, the Xhosa title is chosen as the title proper since no language is predominant
in the content. A title added entry is needed for the English parallel title (21.30J1).

* This item has a parallel title and a parallel statement of responsibility. Each
statement of responsibility is transcribed with its corresponding title proper
(1.1F10), and an equals sign is used to separate the two sets (1.1A1). Because
the place and publisher do not appear in the item being cataloged, that infor-
mation is given in brackets (12.0B1).

 In field 245, subfield #b is not used for the parallel title because it cannot be
used after subfield #c. Because subfield #c is not repeatable and it has already
been used for the first statement of responsibility, it may not be used for the
parallel statement of responsibility.

* In field 246, first indicator value “3” is used to suppress a note and to generate
an added entry derived from the 245 field (LCRI 21.30J, p. 24). Second indi-
cator value “1” is used to express the “nature” of the title (i.e., a parallel title).

* Field 041 is coded for the language of the content if the item contains more
than one language or if the item is a translation. It is used in conjunction with
fixed field 008 positions 35-37. (Whenever field 041 is used, the first language
code in subfield #a should be the same as the code in field 008 positions
35-37.) In this example, field 041 is coded “engxho” for English and Xhosa in
alphabetical order, because the text has no predominant language.
