* A Conjunction is word that is used to connect words,
p’”'ﬂ.‘:ﬂl’.’ﬁ, sentences, or clauses.

Example:

2. Subordinating Conjunctions

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" 1. Coordinating Conjunctions
(FANBOYS)

» Coordinating Conjunction is a Conjunction placed
between words, phrases, clauses, or sentences of equal

rank.

® Noris used to join two negative sentences.

Examples:

Danny did not talk, nor did she smile.
Dara can'’t eat, nor can he sleep.

Kunthea is not a girl, nor is she a boy.

* But is used to join sentences that are opposite
or show contrast.

Examples:

He wants to marry her, but he doesn't have enough
money.

Nary was happy with him, but soon she was angry.

»  Oris used to join sentences that gives choices or
alternative.

Examples:

You decide to marry her, or you leave her lonely.

You go with me, er you stay at home.

» So is used to join sentences when it introduces a
result or cause.

Examples:

Our teacher is ill, so we are no class today.

It is going to rain, so we should stop playing football.
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Q Yet:

® Yet is used to join sentences when it shows
unexpected contrast.

Examples:

Dara doesn’t love her, yet he agrees to marry her.

Bopha is such a beautiful girl, yet no one loves her.
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2. Subordinating Conjunctions

» Subordinating Conjunction is a conjunction that
introduces a subordinating clause.

Examples:
We chatted after we had had dinner.
We had played football before we had dinner.

I don’t understand what you are talking.

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3. Correlative Conjunctions

» Correlative Conjunction is a conjunction
corresponding to each other and regularly used

together.

» Here are some Correlative Conjunctions:

Either...or Neither... nor Both ... and
Not only ... but also Not ... but

Whether... or Both ... and ... as well as

She lives not at city but at country side.

Examples:

I don’t care whether you go or stay.
We should be told whether we take the exam or not.
He was wondering whether to go today or tomorrow.
