Academic language (e.g., analyze, contract, factor,
structure, minor) is used in classroom lessons, books,
assignments, and tests, and students must become proficient in it
to learn effectively in school and academic programs. It is central
to building knowledge and conceptual understanding in specific
domains such as science and math. Students need to understand
the teacher’s explanations, discuss what they are learning, read
academic texts, and write about their learning. Academic
language also gives students the knowledge and skills to
successfully navigate school policies and expectations.
